1. Reviewed and approved the attached meeting minutes from the 5/1 and 5/6/08 meetings- Minutes approved.
2. LT Guardia provided a brief report regarding NECOA participation at the Greater Boston Federal Executive Board "Welcome Home Event" for Operation Enduring Freedom/Operation Iraqi Freedom veterans. LCDR Emerson and CDR Hartford and RADM Milner were in attendance. The event was run by the VA Boston Healthcare System and was held on Saturday, May 17, in Waltham, MA. FDA provided information regarding career opportunities. 
2. LT Guardia solicited volunteers to design an NECOA logo- LCDR Noe volunteered to create a logo for NECOA.
3. LT vanTwuyver reported that future updates to the NECOA website should include marketing of the PHS officer’s cards sourced by LCDR Emerson. LT vanTwuyver reported that LCDR Lewis was provided a copy of the PHS officer’s card for incorporation into the website. The website will provide credit to LCDR Tim Pappalardo a former NECOA Executive Board member who created the initial batch of officer cards with assistance from the NECOA Executive Board.
4. CDR Perlman also reported that NECOA is a tax exempt entity provided that we do not sell less than $5000.00 per year and have less than 3 sales events per year.
