NECOA Executive Board conf. call meeting minutes 5/1/2008 at 1:00 PM 

Present were CDR Laplant, LCDR Noe, CDR Perlman, LT Guardia, LT vanTwuyver, LCDR Fajardo (RADM Milner spoke briefly specifically about item 2 below)
1. Reviewed and approved the attached meeting minutes from the 4/8/08 conf. call meeting. Minutes approved
2. Greater Boston Federal Executive Board is supporting a "Welcome Home Event" for Operation Enduring Freedom/Operation Iraqi Freedom veterans. This event is being run by the VA Boston Healthcare System and it is consistent with our goal to support programs for veterans. The event will be on Saturday, May 17, in Waltham, MA. We have 5 volunteers and Khaki uniforms will be worn at the event. RADM Milner reported that HHS will have table space at the event, 5 officers will be assisting with the event. FDA will provide information regarding career opportunities. CDR Perlman volunteered to provide CDC career opportunities for the event.
2. LCDR Scott Lewis has received the 4/8/08 meeting minutes and a copy of the PHS coasters advertisement that is going into the May 2008 COA "Frontline" to put on the NECOA website. CDR Perlman inquired if the code to prevent “bots” from accessing our email addresses had been incorporated into the website. LT vanTwuyver reported that LCDR Lewis had the code provided by CDR Perlman and intended to incorporate the code during future revisions to the site. LCDR Fajardo suggested we consider contacting National COA to have our local NECOA website address added to their national website.
3. NECOA website update to include marketing of the PHS officer’s cards sourced by LCDR Emerson. LT vanTwuyver reported that LCDR Lewis was provided a copy of the PHS officers card for incorporation into the website. CDR Perlman reported that he would investigate opening a Pay Pal account for the web site to facilitate sales.

4. LCDR Fajardo reported about some work she has done on the black brief case embossed with a PHS logo. LCDR Fajardo provided an update regarding the final cost and timeline for the PHS soft vinyl briefcase. She also reported that she has requested table space at the COF Symposium in June joining another COA branch’s table at the COF Symposium in June to sell the coasters.

5. Final discussion about the BLS refresher course and meeting at HAFB Officers Club on 5/6/08. LT Guardia reported that three officers are currently signed up to take the BLS course, 15 people are reportedly attending the general meeting.
6. LT Guardia reported that he has not received any updates from the Retention and Recruitment Sub-committee about their efforts to contact officers listed as being paid National COA members, but not affiliated with NECOA. 

7. CDR Perlman provided a treasurer’s report, he also reported that he was in the process of obtaining a Visa Check Card for future purchases.
8. LCDR Fajardo suggested that NECOA Executive Board members become a 501c entity in the future to prevent future taxation from NECOA fundraising activities. LCDR Pearlman offered to research NECOA’s responsibilities to collect sales tax for future fundraising activities.
